SELECTION PROCESS AND AWARDS PRESENTATION

The State Bar Standing Committee on the Delivery of Legal Services (SCDLS) will review the nominations and submit its recommendations to the State Bar Board of Governors in July for final approval. The decision regarding the award recipient will be based on the criteria listed in the Awards Guidelines and the strength of the supporting letters. The award will be presented on October 12, 2012 during the State Bar Annual Meeting in Monterey.
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
