RULE 106. DISQUALIFICATION OF JUDGES.

(a) A judge shall be disqualified if he or she is subject to disqualification under Code of Civil
Procedure section 170.1; or

(b) A judge pro tempore shall betsdisqualified if the judge pro temporey-or the office with which
hel-or sheisaffiliated, is or represents:

(1) aparty to pending litigation involving any party or counsel in the proceeding, or the law
office with which any party or counsel is affiliated, or

(2) aparty represented by any party or counsel inthe proceeding, or the law officewithwhich
any party or counsel is affiliated.

(c) Only theprovisions of Code of Civil Procedure sedions 170.2, 170.3(b), 170.4, and 170.5(b)-(g)
shall apply to judicial disqualification in State Bar Court proceedings. A judge w ho recuses
himself or herself shall promptly give notice of the recusal to the judge who has authority to
assign the matter to another judge.

(d) An assigned judge's consideration or rejection of astipulation in a proceeding shall not be a
basis for disqualification of the judge from that proceeding. Submission of astipulation to the
assigned judgeforapproval c vedonthe

opposingparty and upon thejudge dleged to bedisgalified.The followingtimelimitsand
procedures shall apply:

(1) AThe motion to disqualify shall be made within the earliest of the following dates:

(i) ten(10)daysafter thegroundfor disqualification first became knowntothe
party makingthe motion or to that p

Within ten (10) days after service of the motion, thejudge may file a consent

to disqualification, in which case the judge shall promptly give notice of the
disgualification to the judge who has authority to assign the matter to
another judge. Alternatively, the judge may file a verified answer admitting
or denying any or all of the allegations contained in the party’s motion and
setting forth any additional facts material or relevant to the question of
disqualification. The Clerk shall transmit a copy of the judg€e’ s answer to

each party.

A judgewho failst file a consent or answer within thetime allowed shall be

deemed to have consented to his or_her disqualification and the Clerk shall
promptly notify the judge who has authority to assign the matter to another

judge.

No judge who refusesto recuse himself or herself shall pass upon hisor her

(5)

own disqualification or upon the sufficiency in law, fact, or otherwise, of the
statements of digyualification filed by a party. In every such case, the
guestion of disqualification shall be heard and determined by ancther judge
selected by the presiding judge or the supervising judge.

Thejudge deciding the question of disqualification may decide the question

on the basis of the statement of disqualification and answer and upon such
written arguments asthe judge requests. | f the judge deciding the question of
disqualification determines that the judge is disqualified, the judge hearing
the question shall promptly give notice of the disqualification to the judge
who has authority to assign the matter to another judge.

() A party whois dissatisfied with the ruling on amotion for disqualification made by the
judge designated by paragraph {H(e) may file a petition for review. A petition to review a
rulingon amotion to disqualify ajudge may befiled pursuant to rule 300within ten (10) days
after therulingismade (ifitisfirst made orally) or within ten (10) days after service of notice
of theruling (if itis first madein writing). The Review Department shall act on the petition on
an expedited basis.
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
