In 2009, five seats on the State Bar's 23 member Board of Governors will be up for election. Districts
1, 3,5, 7, and 9 will each have one open seat.

District 1: Butte, Colusa, Del Norte, Glenn, Humboldt, Lake, Lassen, Mendocino, Modoc, Nevada,
Placer, Plumas, Shasta, Sierra, Siskiyou, Sutter, Tehama, Trinity and Yuba counties

District 3: Alameda, Contra Costa, San Mateo and Santa Clara counties

District 5: Fresno, Inyo, Kern, Kings, Madera, Mariposa, Merced, Mono, Monterey, San Benito,
San Joaquin, Santa Cruz, Stanislaus and Tulare counties

District 7: Los Angeles county

District 9: Imperial and San Diego counties

Any active member of the State Bar who maintains his or her principal office for the practice of law
within the State Bar district in which there is a vacancy is eligible to run for a seat on the board.

Lawyer members are elected for three-year terms and will assume their offices at the conclusion of
the 2009 Annual Meeting.

* Any active member of the State Bar, in good standing on the date the eligibility list closes, whose
principal place of business is located within a county that is included within the State Bar district in
which there is an election, shall be eligible to vote in the 2009 election.
